Langely Grammar School. Slough, Berkshire

e A part of the school's 50th
(e 24 anniversary celebrations, the
‘new £2.8M Sports Hall at
Langley Grammar School
was officially opened by The
Lord Lieutenant of Berkshire.

The Sports Hall was part of a
phase of works on the
School site that included a
new build Teaching Block
and an exension to the
“Jexisting Science
Laboratories. The County
sized Sports Hall with its
associated changing and
teaching facilities,
performance / dance space
and fitness suite will be used

] not only by the school but
also out of hours by the local community. Using traditional materials, the building was designed to
compliment recent school additions, and the introduction of curves and splayed angles in plan helps
control pedestrian movement and produce focal points of interest. The new buildings form a boundary
to the school campus and address the inadequate circulation spaces between the new and exsting
buildings.

Legislation Changes

The Building Regulations have
undergone substantial reform over
the past year and revised
regulations came into force in April
2006. These revsions have a
significant impact on the design,
construction and cost of new
buildings, extensions and
refurbishments.

Whilst many of the Approved
Documents have been amended in
some form, the major change has
been to Approved Document L
which cowers Thermal Efficiency
and Performance of buildings.

The main implications of the
changes are that buildings are now
required to achieve greater
standards in thermal efficiency and
air tightness and include energy
monitoring systems. Air leakage
testing of all new buildings is now
mandatory.

If you are considering an extension
or refurbishment, the new
regulations may require a
commitment to improve the exsting
structure proportional to the cost of
the project.

All new buildings, exensions and
refurbishments will require a
Building Log Book  This is a
documents which will demonstrate
compliance with the regulations and
provide information to allow the
occupier to operate the building in
an energ y efficient manner.

The changes will not onlylead toan
increase in the construction cost but
will also result in changes to the
process of the building design prior
to constructi on.

available at that level. The new building was connected to the exsting school buildings by a feature
bridge at first floor clad in Red Cedar. The contract was completed in time for the start of the academic

year September 2006.

Khalsa Primary School. Slough, Berkshire

The new £4.9M 2FE Khalsa
Primary School started on
site in July this year. This
new build, 2FE, single
storey school is constructed
from a steel frame with
rendered walls and profiled
metal roof. It comprises a
Gurdwara hall, for
community use, in addition
to the required teaching
areas and resources.

The school has been
designed around a central
hub, formed by the
Contemplation Hall, from
which 3 class wings and 2
multi use halls span out,
thus allowing flexbility of
use and minimising travel
distances between
classrooms and common
areas.

The classrooms are
attached in pars with
shared resources allowing
simplicity of design,
familiarity of use for the

pupils and direct access to the landscaped play/teaching areas. High lewvel glazing in the class wings
allow the circulation spaces to be used as resource and library zones and enabling the use of natural
\ventilation to the classroom and circulation areas. The schooal is due to finish on site Summer 2007

readyfor the Autumn Ter m.
