BREEAM

The Building Research
Establishment Environmental
Assessment Method (BREEAM)
includes a specific category for
schools, the latest wersion being
‘BREEAM schools 2006'.

BREEAM is probably the most
comprehensive system for
assessing the sustainability of
building projects currently available
and is becoming widely used in the
UK. The DfES now require, as a
condition of funding, all new Primary
Schools over £0.5M and all
Secondary Schools over £2.0M
construction costs to be the subject
of a BREEAM assessment and to
achieve a “Very Good” rating as a
minimum.  To reach this level,
projects will hawe to include a wide
range of sustainable measures,
implemented by the Client, the
Design Team and the Construction
Team.

BREEAM allows all sustainable
measures to be considered and for
informed decisions to be made by
all those involved with the project at
the earliest possibl e opportunity.

IDC have been appointed
by Bexey Council, via an
open OJEU competitive
tender, to design a £2.8M
new build 1FE Primary
School and Nursery on the
site of an exsting primary
schoal.

In accordance with DCSF
requirements the school
has been designed to
achieve a “wery good”
BREEAM  rating. The
design of the school has
been influenced by the
need for the existing school
to remain in operation
during the construction
period. On completion the
existing school will be
demolished and the area
landsc aped.

Externally the building
features an aluminium
standing seam roof, with a
mixture of brick, render and
cedar cladding to the walls.
South facing classrooms
feature ower sailing eaves
with brise soleil to provide
solar shading.

The scheme is currently
submitted for planning and
is due for completion on site
inearly2009

IDC have recently
completed the £375,000
refurbishment of the lower
section of a classic
Victorian Primary School in
central Reading for Reading
Borough C ouncil.

The scheme on a tight
urban site involved the
following; complete
refurbishment of the lower
school into new Nursery
and Reception classrooms,
a new dedicated entrance,
updated heating and power
installations, the stripping
down of the Victorian link
bridge to its cast iron
structure and its
subsequent rebuilding and
the replacement of all the
building’s wi ndows.

The completed scheme has enabled the nursery to move from life expired temporary buildings into a

modern teac hing environment with a controlled secure exter nal play space.
